
· English III will focus on reading and writing that will encompass several genres of literature and writing that will enable students to learn life lessons through literature.
· The central theme of our lessons for English III B will be “Changing Attitudes through Knowledge.”  

· The main anchor texts will be To Kill A Mockingbird written by Harper Lee and Mississippi Trial of 1955 by Chris Crowe; however, other genres will be used to connect to the theme such as films, poetry, articles, technology, song lyrics, etc.
· Writing will be formal and informal responses connected to the theme of the unit.

· Throughout the trimester, we will also review concepts and strategies in preparation for the ACT that all juniors are required to take in March.  

· Success in English III is simple if you follow these basic rules:  Attend class every day; listen to directions; complete assignments to the best of your ability; ask for help if you need it; and hand in completed assignments on time.
