ENGLISH I SYLLABUS

Course Description
An emphasis will be placed on grammar, vocabulary skills, reading short and long selections, and writing.  Students will be required to analyze and connect to various pieces of literature.  Creative writing and the use of technology in exploring and productivity will also be emphasized.

Prerequisites
There are no prerequisites to enrolling in English I. However, English I must be passed in order to enroll in English II during tenth grade.

Required Texts and Course Materials
Textbooks, both literature and grammar, will be kept in the classroom for use as needed.  Students will need to purchase a three ring binder to store tests and assignments in.

Requirements
The Harrison Community School Board’s required grading scale will be followed in English I.  Consult your student handbook for the specific grading scale.

Grading Policies
All work is to be turned in on the assigned due date.  Students who miss a scheduled test must take the test when they return to school.  Students who are absent two or more consecutive days should make special arrangements to make up work missed.  It is the student’s responsibility to notify the teacher that he/she needs to make up work.  Do not assume that I will keep up with your makeup work for you. 

Rules and Classroom Policies
All school rules must be followed in class.  In addition, the following rules must be followed:

1. Respect everyone in the classroom. Think before you speak or criticize.

2. Take responsibility for your learning.  Bring classroom materials with you to class.  Accept no excuse for not being able to complete your homework or class work.

3. No sleeping in class. 

4. No pop or food in class.

5. Trash is to be thrown away as you enter or leave class.  Do not get up in the middle of class to throw paper away.  This is distracting and rude.

*Students will only be warned once for violation of any of the above rules or policies.  Subsequent violations will result in being sent for disciplinary action.
