Mrs. Aleck’s Classroom Rules
1. All school rules apply in class. This includes the dress code, restriction on electronic devices (i.e. MP3 players, headphones, and cell phones), the tardy policy, etc. Be in your seat when the bell rings or it will be considered a tardy.

2. YOU are responsible to contact me during/after an absence to inquire about any make-up work, quizzes, tests, etc. that you may have missed during an excused absence. If YOU do not do this, YOU will receive a zero!

3. You will not be allowed to go to your locker for missing assignments or materials. Come to class prepared. Repeat incidents of missing materials will result in discipline.

4. Do not throw, toss, shoot, pass, fling, chuck, hurl, pitch, heave, lob, or some other synonym of ‘throw’ anything in my classroom! This will result in an automatic detention. Consider this your verbal and written warning.
5. Respect property. Do not sit at my desk or assume that what’s mine is yours. Also, properly maintain all school property.

6. Be respectful in word and action. Do not talk out of turn. Raise your hand if you have a comment or question. Be quiet during announcements. Stay awake and keep your head off the desk. 

7. Do not plagiarize or cheat. Plagiarism and cheating are nothing more than stealing another person’s hard work.

8. No food, candy, or flavored drinks are allowed in the room. Gum may be chewed quietly if kept in your mouth. Water will be allowed in a sealed container. Any violation and all of my classes will lose both gum and water privileges. 
9. Passes are a privilege. Abuse in and you lose it.
