Grading will be based on the school board policy. You will receive a grade for in
class work, as well as for homework, notes, quizzes, tests and the final exam.  Late work will be accepted for one week after the due date.  Also, late work will be accepted for class periods missed due to illness, according to the HCS school board policy. YOU must ask for your make-up work, this is not the teacher’s responsibility!
Requirements
Each student is expected to have a notebook to record notes, terms and reviews.  This notebook can be one of your choosing, either a three ring binder type or a spiral binder type.

Behavior expectations/discipline

Each student in the classroom is very important. I expect students to behave in
such a manner as to promote a healthy learning environment. A good classroom works
like a good machine. If all students work together and cooperate, the classroom is very
efficient. If one or more students are not working together (cooperating), the classroom-
learning environment can become inefficient. My goal is to keep the learning
environment as efficient as possible.

If there is a problem with cooperation in the classroom, a variety of corrective
measures will be used. These may include a phone call home to parents/guardian, lunch
detention, after school detention, or a referral to the principal. I will
always try to solve the problem within my classroom first, but if the situation is not
resolved then I will pursue the other actions that I have outlined above.

Classroom Expectations

1) Enter room quietly and sit in your assigned seat. (You must be in your seat before the bell rings or you will be marked tardy!) Please be ready for class to start, before the bell rings.  Sharpen you pencil, etc. (See HHS Student Handbook).
2) Listen quietly to all directions. Ask questions if you are unsure.
3) Stay in your seat, unless you ask to get out first or you are directed to get up.  
4) Avoid horseplay.
5) Never eat or drink in the classroom. (Clear water in a clear container is allowed, please ask permission, First!)
6) Electronic devices.  This will be handled per the School Board Policy.  The use of Cell Phones, mP3’s or other electronic devices is restricted to the cafeteria, before school, during lunch and after school.  First Offense:  The phone will be taken from the student and returned to a parent of guardian.  Second Offense:  The student will lose cell phone privileges at the High School for the remainder of the trimester or school year.
